What Every Parent Needs to Know...

...before hosting a non-alcoholic party for their teen in Virginia

Some parents feel it is their right to provide alco hol to minors in
the comfort and privacy of their home. However, it is illegal!
Violators can be charged with a Class 1 Misdemeanor , which
carries a fine of $2,500 and/or up to one year in  jail.

Parents can be held responsible if a teen, as a result of alcohol use in
their home:

gets into a fight and hurts someone or themselves;

falls and hurts him/herself or someone else;

sexually assaults someone;

damages property;

dies from drinking too much;

injures or kills someone while driving after leaving the party.

Adults and teens have dramatically different
social habits when it comes to drinking
alcohol. Teens are more likely to drink alcohol
in cars with 3 to 5 passengers between the
tours of 11 p.m. to 1 a.m. and are more
ikely to be “cruising” and driving too fast.
